Skills Test Phase Two: Able to hit SAFE ground balls into spaces 

Able to throw from the outfield to home plate 

Sound and good knowledge of the game 

Expectation of children selected:   
Training will begin Saturday’s from Saturday 6th January 2024 (9 to11am) 

From January 29 Trainings will be all  Mondays from 5.30pm 

Mandatory to Attend all training sessions (additional to normal team training) 

Along with 2 compulsory Pre-State Carnivals
